PARKING 
Due to limited parking availabilities for our campers, the following parking instructions are implemented for all Camp Staff and 
Volunteers.

Where can I park or get dropped off? 
All Camp staff and volunteers are to park or be dropped off in the neighborhood surrounding the back gate (Gate B) off of Milne & 
Reynolds Street.  
 

Some campers will be using the same gate as you to enter camp with their family. If possible, try to park a little further away 
from the gate, to leave closer spots for families. Our little ones don’t always walk fast, but you can. 

  
 There is NO PARKING OR DROP OFF at the main gate entrance for staff or volunteers   
 Please be respectful of our neighbors.  Do not park in front of or block driveways.  
 Do not park in the private golf course parking spaces, as you will be towed.
